Each room contains bed, desk, chair, shelves, curtains, 
wardrobe and rubbish bins. There is also storage under 
the bed in Limehurst and Rowanhurst. Bedding packs 
and mattress toppers are available to purchase online 
or from your local reception.
En-suite bathrooms have a toilet, sink, washbasin 
and shower with a fixed showerhead. Limehurst/
Rowanhurst are in a wet room style with a shower 
curtain. Elmhurst wing has a shower tray and 
folding door.
